RESEARCH COMMITTEE

Dr. Wes Schroeder has informed the MHC that his committee has been incor-
porated as the "Minnesota Equine Research Foundation." After the bylaws
have been formally drafted, efforts will be made to raise funds for this
worthwhile fund. Be advised that $1,000 has already been awarded to Marido
Kent for her research project (see below). Wes indicates that the Fund

is still looking for members from other breed organizations to take part
in this organization (see Summer '83 Quarterly).

RESEARCH

MariJo Kent, a cytogeneticist at the UofM (as reported in a prior Quarter-
ly), is doing research on the XY sex reversal syndrome. MariJo immediately
took the funds awarded to her and flew to New York and the Sloane-
Kettering Institute where she undertook two weeks of specialized training
on a new technique to determine carriers of gene defects -- a technique
never before used on any other animals. MariJo's research was selected
because she. had developed pedigree records on all of her tests to date.
(Although most of her testing has been with Arabian horses, she is also
checking other breeds.) The affected horses have chromosomal makeups of
stallions but appear outwardly as mares, a condition inherited from both
mares and stallions. (According to the St. Paul Dispatch, 10/17/83,) Kent
has spent three years tracing the inherited flaw in the bloodlines of

some of the most valued Arabian horses in the USA, sometimes being threat-
ened with lawsuits by owners who told her to give up her work. She has
found one prized breeding stallion in MN earning an estimated $2 million

a year for its owners, which is passing the trait on to roughly half of
the more than 100 female offspring it sires each year. That stallion is
valued at several million dollars and was bought from Poland while still
unborn. The owners are aware of her work, but are still offering the horse
for stud. This horse is the only male producing XY females that she has

found, but has found nine Arabian pedigrees passing the affliction through
the mares.

EXPO '84

ngrs will be 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on both Saturday and Sunday. Admis-
sion and booth rates remain the same except as noted below. There will

be no auction in 1984. Because we will have the upper floor for Expo '84
(100,000 sguare feet), we are planning stabling for 50 horses. The Expo
Committee will offer horse stalls at full price ($300/commercial &
$150/industry) for the first stall reserved, and then, SUBJECT TO PRIOR
SALE AT FULL PRICE, we will sell that same Exhibitor (industry or com-
mercial) additional horse stalls at cost plus 10% each (dollar amount

yvet undetermined) until all spaces are filled. It must be understood,
however, that only one stallion will be allowed per exhibitor under these
arrangements, and that only one horse will be shown in the exhibit time
allowed each exhibitor in the arena. The arena size is being increased

to 80 X 100 feet. (There will be an additional mini-arena for other demon-
stration purposes.) The Auditorium bleechers will be used, increasing
capacity to 600 people. Additionally, we plan to set aside a corner for
an (equine) art museum. Details on this last item are still being worked
out.

DON BURT

Our main speaker, as noted in the last issue, will be Don Burt on eguita-
tion. Don is one of this country's leading professional horsemen: trainer,
exhibitor and judge for over 30 years. He was voted best judge in the
nation eight times, has judged national and world chamnionships: in every
major breed of horse. As a trainer he has been a winner of numerous
national championships in all divisions. Don is a freelance writer for
numerous periodicals including Horse & Rider. He has lectured in the USA,
Canada, Mexico, New Zealand, Australia, Ireland, England and Rustria.

He has narrated a variety of equestrian films; publishes "Equiletter"

(a monthly economic analysis serving the entire horse industry). Don is
also a horse breeder and is President of Equestrian Consultants, Inc.,

a firm specializing in the planning and development of equestrian facil-
ities throughout the USA.

RACING I
Governor Rudy Perpich rounded out our MN Racing Commission (which already
includes Ray Eliot as Chairman, and C. Elmer Anderson, former MN Governor
and present mayor of Brainerd) with Joyce B. Farrell (Waverly), a real
estate appraiser and Thoroughbred horse breeder and racer; John H.
Daniels, Jr., an attorney with hunter/jumping interests; and Lawrence M.
Coss (Cannon Falls), chief executive officer and director of Green Tree
Acceptance Inc., and a breeder and trainer of Arabian show horses, as

the only horse-oriented individuals. The other members include Dan W.
Gustafson (Golden Valley), secretary-treasurer of the MN AFL-CIO; Kris
Sanda (Staples), former vice chairwoman of the MN I-R party; Carol
Connolly (St. Paul), chairwoman of the St. Paul Human Rights Commissionj;
Rosemary T. Fruehling (Wayzata), manager of the post-secondary vocational
education section of the MN Education Dept. The members of the Commission
will meet 2-1/2 days per week and receive $35/day plus expenses. The Com-
mission will license one track in the seven-county Twin Cities area. They
will not be allowed to have any individual interest in horse racing in
MN. The Commission hired legislative aide James Weiler as an Adminis-
trator. The Commission also hired the Minneapolis law firm of Faegre &
Benson (Robert Hentges) to draft the rules that will govern the owners
and operators of a race track. Racing Commissioners Joyce Farrell and
John Daniels, Jr. voted against the appointment because the firm has no
expertise in the writing of racing rules. (The MN Thoroughbred Assoc.
would rather see the commission hire an Executive Director to give it
direction and administrative management. If you support this idea, your
letters are need now! The address of the Commission is Room 400, 312
Central Avenue, Minneapolis, MN 55414 (612/341-7555).) Incidentally, Joyce
Farrell is chairing the Rules Committee which also includes Kris Sanda
and John Daniels. (Rules must be published by March 1984 if a major track
is to be operating by June 1985.) Another committee, headed by C. Elmer
Anderson and including Carol Connolly will develop a code of ethics for
commissioners and employees; and a third committee, made up of Eliot
Rosemary Fruehling and Dan Gustafson will coordinate the hiring of new
employees. Proposals for race tracks in the Twin Cities area presently
include sites at Hastings, Savage, Lino Lakes, Lakeville, Eagan, Blaine,
Woodbury; Farmington and Shakopee. (Incidentally, a few people are asking
whether there will other than Thoroughbred and Standardbred racing. Yes,
this is permissible by State law, but each breed organization needs to
organize and promote their own form of racing, and the track owners (once
known) will have to be approached to allow these races to occur at that
track. No one else can do it for you!)

RACING II

Counties indicating interest in holding county fair race meets include
Steele (Owatonna), Olmsted (Rochester), Mower (Austin), Wadena (Wadena)
Washington (Lake Elmo), McLeod (Hutchinson) and Lac Quie Parle (Madison).
M;Leod and Wadena county fairs probably do not have facilities or popula-
tion to support on-track pari-mutuel betting for a 10-day run, but the
other five fairs can be considered potential operators. However, Ray
Swanson of the MN Association of County Fairs said that none of the fairs
could handle pari-mutuel racing when the fairs are in session because

all their facilities are used for fair activities, and therefore they

may ask the 1984 legislature to revise the law regarding county fair rac-
ing. (St. Paul Dispatch, 9/22/83)

RACING III

The MN Thoroughbred Association told the MN Racing Commission that it
now has 45 ﬁN-born horses entered in a race for 1985. Tom Metzen of South
St. Paul said the race for two year olds will have a purse of about

§35,000, presuming there will be a track in 1985 (otherwise to be held
in another state).

ITS THE LAW!

MN Statutes Sec. 346.24. Clipped animals; penalty. No person who has
gustody of any animal which has had its hair removed by clipping or shear-
ing shall cause or permit the animal to stand on a road, street, or other
unsheltered place between November 1 and May 1 within 60 days after the

clipping‘or shgaring, unless the animal is blanketed. Violation of this
section is a misdemeanor.

ALSO THE LAW

MN Statutes Sec. 346.23. Docking horses; penalty. A person who cuts the
bony part of a horse's tail for the purpcse of docking it, or who causes
or knowingly permits the same to be done upon premises of which he is
owner, lessee, or user, or who assists in the cutting is guilty of a mis-
demeanor. When a horse is found so cut, upon the premises or in the
custody of any person, and the wound resulting is unhealed, that fact shall
constitute prima facie evidence that the offense was committed by him.
All fines resulting from complaint made by an offer or agent of any
society of this state for the prevention of cruelty to animals for any
offense specified in this section shall be paid to the society whose
officer or agent made the complaint.

ZEBRA

Veterinarians at the Louisville Zoo have successfully transferred a zebra
embryo to the womb of a Quarter Horse mare. This technigue could help
replenish endangered species, such as the Grevy's zebra. Under normal
circumstances, the Grevy mare can produce only one foal a year, but with
this technique, up to 15 fertilized eggs could be collected from that
mare in one year and placed in 15 foster mothers._kg of late August, the
ultrasound pictures say the results are very promising. Delivery 1is ex-
pected at the end of April. (National wWildlife, 10/11-83)
