PARI-MUTUEL

The legislative bill (#82-0798) governing pari-mutuel is drafted! (Cor~-
rection from last Quarterly: the authors are Repr. Richard Kostohryz and
Senator Clarence Purfeerst. John Williams is the researcher.) This bill
was reviewed by the Minnesota Racing Association (with representatives
from the TB, CH, FH, AR, AP & ST breeds) who found cnly 13 items that
needed to be changed or further defined. In total, it looks like a very
good kill. Some of the highlights as they presently stand include the
following. .

A nine-member Commission appointed by the Governor. Tbeit duties will

be to regulate racing in the public interest, issue llgensesf enforce

laws and rules, collect and distribute taxes, conduct 1nguir1es, Supervise
pari-mutuel betting, employ and supervise personnel, assign racing days
and assure integrity of racing. There will be four classes of licenses:
(A) for track ownership and operation (race tFacks)g (B) for cgnductlng

a race (racing associations); (C) for 9ccupat1ons gjockeys, drivers, exer-
cise workers, grooms, trainers and assistants, gar}-mutuel pgrsonnel,i
security offcers and other occupatiqns the Commission Qetermlnes reguire
licensing); (D) for cocunty fairs. License applicants ylll ha;e t? gégess
a financial disclourse, be investigated and'bonded. License eegé (Cla

A) $10,000 per year; (Class B) $100 per racing day; (Clgss D is geieci-
racing day). Licenses non-transferable. Rllows for consideration ?- reci
procity of licenses. Class A and Class D licenses can conduct pari-m

betting at licensed tracks only.

Imposes taxes on a graduated basis (S20C,CCC
increments) as follows: 1.5 tc 4.5% on straight pools; 1.87% tc £.€625%
on multiple pools, and 40 cents per racetrack admission (which cerp ke
raiced (by the Legislature) to 50 cents for locel reverues). Fequires
paeyment to the Commission the day after taxes are collected. Frohikits
locel taxes and licencse fees.

It establishes a breeders fund (1% cf total pari-mutuel handle), sugrle-
menting purses for races only tc Minnesota hcrses, paying zawards tc owners
or breeders cof Minnescta horses which win money at Mirnecsota tracks; prc-
vide other incertives to the breeding industry; suppert eaguire research
at the UofM Vet School. There shall ke no co-mingling of funds. Allcws
the Commissicn to appeint or approve stewarde at each track who will in-
sure races are run according tc Commissicn rules, sugervise racing tc
protect its integrity, settle disputes and certify results, impose fines
ané license suspensions, recommend cther peneslties to the Commission,
otherwise enforce laws arc¢ rules, and perform other cuties assigred ry
the Commissicn.

The bill provides for approval of initial Class A track licenses by leccal
goverring bodies kefore issuance. Allow the Ccmmissien the right cf in-
spection 2t &ll times &nd authority tc levy fines up tc $500 feor vicle-
tions. Allows the Commission to make rules on conduct c¢f racing, rmedice-
tien, wire communications at racetrack, sale of racing infcrmaticn, insur-
zrce requiremente, audits of licensees, and other zspects of racirg which
aftect integrity cr puklic health, welfare and safety. Rllows the Commis-
sion to assign racing day immediately in the year in which act is effec-
tive.

It directs the Commission to adept rules on medication which must prohikit
medication with 48 hours of & race. Prohibits other thar peri-mutuel bets
or trzck; commercially-rurn bets; threats, bribery cr connivarce tc influ-
ence races; tampering with horses; meking false statemernts tc the Cem-
mission. Reguires licensees who know cf viclations to report ther prompt-
ly. Prescrites crimiral perelties for race fixino or temperira (felcny);:
illege]l betting, false statements or failure to report (gross micde-
meznor); other violatione of law, rule or Ccmmissicn crder (risdemesncr).
2llows Commission to exclude certain perscns from race track (felons;
perscns who have lcst racing licenses in Minnesota or elsewhere; and per-
sons the Cocmmission determires as being & threst te the integrity cf rec-
ing). Reguletes ccnflicts cf interest on part of Commission members and
employees (nc interest in licensee or scmeone who hes a contract with
licensee; owning a horse at a licensed Minnesota racetrack; having an
interest or working in a tusiness the Commiscsion regulates; prohibits
licensees from betting). Reguires each licensee tc conduct at least cne
race per day exclusively for Minnesota-owned or Minnesota-bkreé hcrses
unless entries insufficient. If you have any comrments, contact Minnescta
Facing Association or yocur legislatocr.

MINN. EACING ASSOC.

A lct of work went intoc getting the pari-mutuel bkill &s far ee it hes
ceme, and most of the credit goes tc John and Joyce Farrell. There were
very few financisl contributors to this effort anc a goced part of the
deficiencies were akscrbed by either the Farrells themselves or the Minp-
esota Throughkred Associzticn. 2t present there is akbout $7 in the kitty
of the MEA. Is it our uncerstanding that a bill for $5,200 is forthcoming
for the appearance last Cctoker of Covernor Erown of Kentucky. Neecdless
te say, not only this bill has to ke paid, but the efforts of the MEa

are far from comgpleted on the pari-mutuel project. There are still those
in the legislature who will fight this kill and this will involve time
and expense. Isn't it zbout time you centributed to this effort? Every
little kit helps and we will all ke affected by its ocutcecme. (Contact:
