RACING

James Weiler, Executive Secretary of the Minnesota Racing Commission has
given his termination notice effective February 10. He will be working
in Washington, D.C., as a lobbiest. In his place has stepped Rick Evans
(permanently?), an attorney from the MN Dept. of Commerce.

RACE TRACK

. « . Sites have been narrowed down to seven in the metro area: Blaine
(453 acres); Eagan (234 acres); Farmington (350 acres); Lino Lakes (315
acres); Savage (350 acres); Shakopee (390 acres) and Woodbury (250 acres).
The Metropolitan Council has assessed each of these sites with regard

to regional implications: sewers, parks, transporation and airport
systems, but did not rank them in any preference. They find "no basis for
rejecting any of the currently proposed sites." (Mpls. Star & Tribune,
12/31) The Racing Commission will now review these sites for their selec-
tion--which should be known by sometime in early April--with perhaps our
first race scheduled for July 1985.

THOROUGHBREDS

A world record price for a broodmare ($5,250,000) was paid by the B.B.A.
England for a 7-year-old broodmare by Nashua out of Marion at the Keene-
land November Breeding Stock Sale. "Producer" is in foal to Northern
Dancer, the 1964 Kentucky Derby winner. The bidding opened at $3 million.

JOCKEY

Angel Cordero, Jr. (41), became the first jockey ever to win more than
$10 million when he crossed the finish line on a Canadian-bred colt at
New York's Aqueduct recently. This brought his career winnings to $81
million. He has had 358 first-place finishes out of 1,764 mounts last
year, second only to Bill Shoemaker's lifetime jackpot of nearly $95
million. (Newsweek, 1/9/84)

LOCAL AUCTION

LEGISLATION

For those who might be interested, your editor has learned of a bill

(HF #1423) having been introduced at the Capitol "providing licensing and
bonding requirements for horse trailer dealers; . . ." amending M.S.A.

§ 168.27, Subds. 22 & 24. Its provisions add horse trailers to the list
of "motorized bicycle, boat and snowmobile trailer" dealers."

MN TAXES

Chapter 342, Art.l, Subd. 29 (as of 1983) now affects horsemen. "Deduc-
tions attributable to farming. (a) Definitions For purposes of this
subdivision, income and gains and expenses and losses shall be considered
as 'arising from a farm' if such items are received or incurred in connec-
tion with . . . horses for horse racing, . . . and all operations incident
thereto, . . . (b) Deductions limited. Except as provided in this sub-
division, expenses and losses, except for interest and taxes, arising

from a farm shall not be allowed as deductions in excess of income and
gains arising from a farm. (c) Deductions allowed; carryover deductions.
Expenses and losses arising from a farm or farms shall be allowed as deduc-
tions up to the amount of the income and gains arising from a farm or
farms in any taxable year, plus the first $30,000 of nonfarm gross income,
or nonfarm taxable net income in the case of a corporation, provided how-
ever that in any case where nonfarm income exceeds $30,000, the maximum
allowable amount of $30,000 shall be reduced by an amount equal to the
nonfarm income in excess of $30,000 multiplied by three. . . . Current
expenses and losses shall be utilized as deductions in any taxable year,
to the extent herein allowable, prior to the application of any carryback
or carryover deductions. 1In any event, the combined amounts of such cur-
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rent expenses and losses and carryback or carryover deductions shall be
allowed as deductions up to the amount of the income and gains arising
from a farm or farms in any taxable year, plus the first $30,000 of non-
farm gross income, or nonfarm taxable net income in the case of a corpora-
tion, provided however that in any case where nonfarm income exceeds
$30,000, the maximum allowable amount of $30,000 shall be reduced by an

agountnequal to the nonfarm income in excess of $30,000 multiplied by
three.

QUARTER HORSES

According (Tri-State Livestock News Horse Edition, 1/4/84): The American
Quarter Horse Registry, founded in 1941, is the largest equine registry

in the world with over two million registered at its headquarters in
Amarillo, TX. (It hit one million just nine years ago.) Besides registering
horses, they have a film library of over 500 films covering 17 different
subjects (available on loan to riding clubs and organizations). The AQHA
gives grants to colleges and other institutions for research on selected
problems such as nutrition, disease and parasite control. It also promotes
QH racing. "Traditionally, the Thoroughbred has been considered the blue-
blood of the track, but today several Quarter Horse races pay bigger
purses than do many of the Thoroughbred races. Five Quarter Horse races
have purses of over a million dollars.” "The All-American Futurity is

the world's richest horse race with a $2.5 million purse. The winner walks
away with a cool one million dollars.”

PAINTS

The top selling mare, and second highest selling horse of the 1983
American Paint Horse Association's National Sale (Oklahoma City) last sum-
mer was "Proud Robin," a 1974 sorrel overo daughter of "Revenue Robin AJ,"
consigned by Joan Davis of Maple Plain. The purchasers (from Texas) paid
$19,000. (MidWest Equine Market and Horsemen's Guide, 12/83)

MORGAN

"Consuelo's Foxfire," owned by Jean Ellsworth of Ham Lake, was named Top
10 two-year-old Morgan Mare the the Grand National & World Championship

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THOROUGHBRED FARM

Have you seen the big one being built (south of the Twin Cities on 55):
Vermillion Thoroughbred Farm. Construction includes nearly a mile of
white board fence, pastures, paddocks, a training track, an outdoor horse
swimming pool and a mammoth horse barn. Box stalls are 10 X 12. There
will be a heated foaling area, washing area, tack room and office space.
Vermillion Thoroughbred Farm is managed by Tom Metzen of South St. Paul.

CUTPING HORSE

(Horse & Rider, 2/84): A 3-year-old QH cutting horse stallion from Texas
("Smart Little Lena") was syndicated in Nov. '82 (80 shares at $5,000
each) and then went on to win the December NCHA event for $267,084.96.

The following none months this horse won over $610,000 more, bringing

the value of those $5,000 shares to $75,000. In Sept. he won the NCHA
Derby which netted him $58,936, making him the first horse in NCHA history
to capture the "Triple Crown" of cutting and at the same time pass the
$600,000 mark in lifetime earnings (in just seven events). (The all-time
QH leader, however, is a horse that won $1,085,000 in ten starts).

CUTTING HORSE TOO

"Colonel Freckles" was purchased in Fort Worth, Texas, in what is believed
to be the largest cash transaction by an individual to purchase a cutting
horse: $3.5 million. Not only has he his own super track record, but so
have his offspring=--in cutting and reining horse events. (Tri-State Live-
stock News Horse Edition, 1/4/84)

REINING HORSE
Decoy Quarter Horses of Lakeville (with Craig Johnson riding) placed 5th
at the NRHA Futurity ($20,719.19) in Columbus, Ohio. This is out of a

total of 265 horses in competition. (Horse & Rider, 1/84).

HEADGEAR

(Horgé—fllustrateq, 9/83) The AHSA recently proposed several rule changes
requiring riders to wear protective headgear. The proposals include a
rule that would reguire all junior riders to wear chin straps for over-
fences classes only, a rule that would require all junior riders to wear
chin straps whenever mounted, a rule that would require all riders to
wear chin straps at all times whenever mounted, and a rule that would
require all mounted junior riders to wear certified protective headgear
with chin straps. The proposals have been made to the membership, so it
will probably be some time before any final action is taken.

DRAFTS

(Draft Horse Journal, Winter 83-84) Chief K Farceaur, a 3-year-old Belgian
stallion, topped the Waverly (Iowa) Fall Sale at $12,000. In Minnesota,
David Hennen, son of M/M Dick Hennen of Shakopee, has recently accepted

a position with Disney World in Florida where he is working with draft
horses. (Autumn, '83)

USET NEWS

(11/83) A "spectacular California benefit" raised over $300,000 for the
United States Equestrian Team recently at Griffith Park in Burbank.
Besides a variety of exhibits and auctions, they held a black-tie dinner-
dance for more than 700 guests. (Your editor will publish the schedule

MOUNTED PATROL

The Bloomington Mounted Police (believed to be the only mounted city
police unit within 500 miles (west of Chicago) was disbanded last fall
in the wake of a tax-levy defeat. All horses and equipment have been
sold. These officers and horses patrolled the parks, the Minnesota River
bottom and the Met Stadium parking lot during sports and other events.
They were also used for crowd control and searches for lost people, and
"were an effective public relations tool." Chief Putman said he expects
the effects of the loss of the mounted patrol to be gradual and cumula-
tive. "In a couple of summers we'll probably be seeing more disturbances
in our parks. They won't be as peaceful without the patrols." (Mpls. Star

& Tribune, 11/18/83). The unit could, however, be restored if funds became
available, but new horses would have to be trained.

The Dept. of Natural Resources recently informed your editor that the
Luce Line should be completed to Winsted by spring '84.

HARD WINTER

The MN Humane Society reports a sharp upswing in reports of animal neglect
recently, including many horses. It has been a hard winter for everyone,
but check your feed rations. Your horses may need more to sustain them-
selves. A Wyoming animal nutritionist (Tri-State Livestock News Horse
Edition, 1/4/84) states that when temperatures drop below a critical
level, all livestock types must produce extra heat to maintain their body
temperatures. "If additional feed is not provided to produce this heat,
animals will lose weight. This situation can be particularly harmful

to growing young animals and pregnant females." According to Jim Waggoner,
the critical temp. for mature horses is around 30° at the start of winter,
which drops to around 15° after the animal grows its winter coat and gains
around 100 1lbs. "The critical temperture of thin horses or ones kept in
heated facilities is around 30-40 degrees, . . . . A Canadian study shows
that horses require 15 to 20 percent more feed for each 1l0-degree drop
below the critical temperature, and may be even greater for thin horses

or horses with little or no winter hardiness." Caution: additional feeds
should not be provided all at once. Waggoner suggested that rations be
increased perhaps a pound or two at a time to avoid digestive problems.

He also reminded horsemen that a good supply of water is essential during
the winter months.

Sec. 35.06 Reporting Disease; Compelling Testimony. Every person who
knows, or has reason to suspect, that a contagious or infectious disease
exists in any domestic animal shall immediately notify the ([Livestock
Sanitary] board. The board, or any member or authorized agent thereof,
may examine, under oath, all persons believed to have knowledge of the
existence or threatening of disease among domestic animals and, for this
purpose, may take depositions and compel witnesses to attend and testify.

ALSO MN LAW

Sec. 35.063 Quarantine Maintained. The [Livestock Sanitary] Board is author-
ized and empowered to establish and maintain, at the owner's expense,

a quarantine of any or all domestic animals or poultry, or both, imported
into the state when, in its judgment, a quarantine is necessary to protect
the health of the domestic animals or poultry of the state. The quaran-
tine shall specify the terms, conditions, scope, and application thereof.

Signs include griding of teeth, salivation, abdominal
pain, injected mucous membranes, abdominal distention and gastric reflux.
Incidence often follows other diseases or injuries. Horsemen are advised

not to "over manage" as that brings on additional stress. (MidWest Equine
Market and Horsemen's Guide, 1/83)

OVERDOSE OF CORN

.« « « may be a problem with pregnant broodmares. Some mares abort;
several foals were born prematurely, but were so large they had to be
pulled by the veterinarian. Many problems are caused by feeding both mares
and foals "overly nutritious" diets, according to a prominant Kentucky
