EXPO:

Despite the tremendous success of our 1987 MN Horse Expo, we are forced to
postpone our next Expo until 1989. Our show space at the Mpls. Auditorium
is under major reconstruction and our efforts to secure another high quality
show space has not been fruitful. We had originally hoped to use the space
at Canterbury Downs in conjunction with their opening weekend gala for 1988.
Unfortunately, the financial insecurity of the track caused them to delay
final decisions on any of their plans until it became too late for us to
effectively stage a 2-day Expo. We also considered the possibility of a one
day all-event substitute but this too finally had to be cancelled for the
same reasons. - Please accept our apologies for our notice to you being so
late. We have tried to work out alternative plans until the last possible
moment, realizing the importance of the Expo for the entire industry. We
are already searching for an appropriate location for 1989 and we will com-
municate our plans to you as soon as they develop.

EQUESTRIAN CENTER:

Some weeks ago Centaur Complex, Inc., issued a press release indicating that
the corporation was now making a public offering ($1.00/share) to raise
monies to purchase 80 acres in Blaine, MN, for the future development of a
MN equestrian center. Directors of the corporation are individuals gener-
ally familiar to the mixed MN equestrian scene: Ed Anderson, Anne Heideman,
Hans Senn, Diane Westby, Jeanne Granberg, Carl Johnson and Vickie Inget.
The property is located ‘in the northwest corner of the Twin Cities area and
is four blocks north of the multimillion dollar sports complex now being
built by the State of MN. That track-and-field complex will be used for the
1990 Olympic Festival to be held in, MN (and the International Olympics,
should that come to this state in 1990. There is a surge of growth of con-
struction in this area, (including a new amphitheater, a possible site for a
state harness pari-mutuel track and various new industries. To purchase the
land, the corporation needs to raise $400,000 for the purchase of the land
and $100,000 for related expenses. [3%$50,000 has already been raised from MN
horsemen in a separate private offering.] The directors envision this prop-
erty as a multi-use equestrian facility, accommodating both small and large
horse shows, rodeos, yearling sales, etec. The corporation  presently has
option on the property which will expire May 1st. Horsemen must secure
title to the land so that control can be exerted as to how this property
will be used. If MN horsemen are at all interested in supporting such a
project, it is imperative that .these funds be obtained quickly. It has been
determined that if every horse owner in MN contributed just $10.00 to this
effort, more than enough money would be available to purchase the property.
All funds received are being placed in trust, as required by the State of MN
and, if the purchase does not go through, these public offering funds will
